“The Ghost who Walks” is 
a 6 look fashion collection 
by Benjamin G. Pink, 
offering his melancholic 
approach to womenswear 
through evening wear, 
tailoring and corsetry to 
fabricate these dreams 
and nightmares. Nostalgic 
prints and textures are 
clashed together through 
various techniques, 
honouring the skills of great 
couturiers yet enhancing 
them by utilising modern-
day advances such as 
machine embroidery 
and laser cutting to fulfil 
effective demands. A black 
waxed wool dress lays as 
the foundation for this 
hero look (referencing 
20th century loggers) 
to create a leathery 
alternative to traditional 
leather. Gothic Cathedral 
inspired cutwork is done 
in a brutalist-style that 
hugs the bodice, layered 
with a black voilage that 

dulls the harsh cuts and 
slashes with a soft and 
textured finish. 
Clashing coating tartan 
and check wools are 
layered and fringed, 
cutting on the bias to give 
fluidity and drape to a 
tough textile. Chainmail 
hangs, attaching the large 
puff train to the remainder 
of the dress. 
The hero look is topped 
with a layered shawl, 
representing the innocent 
feeling of a child utilising 
their blanket as a means 
of protecting them from 
the darkness.
A unique silhouette that 
combines harsh and 
gentle textiles, utilises 
masculine techniques 
amongst traditional 
couture elements, and a 
romantic yet eery colour 
palette is what makes the 
Hero Look the uniform 
for the main character ‘the 
Girl’ in this story.
